OUR FRIENDS THE SAINTS  
 St. Gilbert of Sempringham-St. Gilbert was born in 
Sempringham, Lincolnshire, England, between 1083 and 
1089.  His father, Jocelin, was a wealthy knight from 
Normandy, his mother an Englishwoman.  Not inclined 
toward the life of a soldier, Gilbert was sent to France where 
he studied and became a teacher.  When he returned home, 
his father gave him income from the rents on his lands in 
Sempringham and Tirington, but Gilbert gave much of this 
income to the poor.  Gilbert then became a clerk for the 
Bishop of Lincoln, Robert Bloet, whose successor, 
Alexander, not only kept Gilbert employed in the episcopal 
household, but also ordained him to the priesthood at the age 
of 40. 
 When his father died in 1131, Gilbert returned to the 
manor at Sempringham.  He was an advisor for a group of 
seven young women who were living in enclosure at the 
Church of St. Andrew, and decided to incorporate them into 
a religious order.  When the Cistercians declined to take over 
the community, Gilbert, with the approval of Pope Eugene 
III established the community and became its Master 
General.  It was the only religious order that originated in 
England at the time and it grew to 26 monasteries that 
continued in England until the persecution of the Church by 
Henry VIII. 
 Gilbert imposed strict rules on the order and he himself 
led a very austere life.  In 1165 he was imprisoned on false 
charges of aiding the exiled St. Thomas a Becket, but later 
was exonerated.   When he was 90, some of his lay brothers 
revolted against him but he was supported by Pope 
Alexander III.   Becoming blind in his old age, Gilbert 
resigned from his position,  retired to a life of prayer, and 
lived to be over 100 years old.  He died around the year 1189 
and was canonized by Pope Innocent III in 1202.  His 
memorial is February 16.  
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
